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WHAT IS SCIENCE OLYMPIAD

CAMPUS MAP

Science Olympiad is a national non-profit organization dedicated
to improving K-12 science education through tournaments, non-
competitive events, incorporation into classroom curriculum and
teacher training institutes. Currently, over 150,000 students
across the country participate in Science Olympiad each year.

Currently, Illinois hosts 10 Regional Tournaments for Middle
School and High School teams which are sponsored by lllinois
Universities, Colleges, and Public Schools. These tournaments
culminate in the State Tournament held at the University of lllinois
Urbana-Champaign. The top middle school and high school
teams from the state compete at the National Tournament.

HOW IT WORKS

Science Olympiad offers an alternative to science fairs. There are
2 competitive divisions: Middle School Division B (Grades 6-9)
and High School Division C (9-12). Teams consist of 15 students
who participate in 23 team events in each division. The events
span science disciplines including Life/Personal/Social science,
Earth/Space science, Physics/Chemistry, Technology, and Inquiry/
Nature. The events emphasize active participation, hands-on ac-
tivities, and group participation. Science Olympiad competitions
are also offered at the Elementary level which is divided into 3
categories: Al (Grades K-3), A2 (Grades 3-6), and A3 (Grades K-
5). At the elementary level, the students can participate in Fun
Days/Nights, and some states have competitions.

SCORING AND AWARDS C EREMONY

Individual medals are awarded in each event and championship
trophies are awarded for each division. Schools with the best
overall performance are the regional tournament winners and they
advance to the state tournament. The top winners in each division
at state then advance to the national tournament. Each tourna-
ment culminates in an awards ceremony. Check the tournament
schedule for the location/time of the awards ceremony.
